Baisha is home to a unique traditional dish known as Fish Tea and Meat 

Tea. Despite the name, it isn’t related to the tea you drink. These delicacies, 

also referred to as sour fish and sour meat, are made by fermenting freshwater 

fish, pork, or beef with rice and cornmeal. The result is a slightly tangy, mildly 

salty dish with a tender yet chewy texture, loved by locals.
